September is finally here! Regular schedules, bus stops, football, and changing leaves! As the seasons change, I pray that your spiritual life continues to change and grow as you mature in Christ. 2 Peter 3:18 “But  grow in the  grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.”
We are going to continue our focus on “Who We Are” as Christians. During the month of August, we centered on “We are a people of faith.” If you missed any of these, I encourage you to ask Tom Cook for a DVD of the service. Throughout September, we are going to explore “We are a people of prayer.” Our faith prompts us to prayer and our faith makes our prayers effective. 
But what should we pray for? How should we pray? How does prayer work? Why doesn’t God answer my prayer? How can I hear God speak through prayer?
During September, we are approaching prayer from the model Jesus gave us in Matthew 6 and the admonishion from James (1:6-8 & 4:1-8) about prayers offered in faith. Additionally we’ll gain understanding about four aspects of prayer from Walter Wangerin’s book Whole Prayer. Simply, we speak and God listens. God speaks and we listen.
Prayer communicates our confessions, our needs, our joys, our desires, and our sufferings to God. But prayer is a two-way street in which we hear from God His admonishions for our life.
Paul Dubac, software developer and theologian writes about prayer:
Prayer is an environment, a communications medium in which our lives and God speak to, and touch, one another. In prayer we stand consciously and deliberately in the presence of God and are open to his scrutiny of our lives and his desire to change us as well as his love and power to bless us.

In order for this to be successful, we need parents to bring their children to Sunday school…..do you realize that your most important disciples are your own children?  

As a parent do you ever feel inadequate and helpless?  I can relate to this because as a parent I struggled with this from time to time.  I made mistakes and wondered if my kids would turn out right.  I thought I was doing all the right things, but sometimes made wrong parenting decisions.  Have you ever heard of Wrong Way Riegels?  Roy Riegels played in the 1929 Rose Bowl for the University of California and made one of the most famous mistakes in the history of football.  He picked up a fumble, looked up and saw nothing but green grass ahead of him.  He ran more than 60 yards—in the wrong direction!  Finally he was tackled by his teammate inside their own 10-yard line.  California was forced to punt, and Georgia Tech blocked the kick and scored.  At  halftime, the California coach gave a pep talk to his dispirited team.  At the end he said, “Same team that started the first half, will start the second half.”  This meant that Roy was going to start the second half.  All the players ran out onto the field except Roy.  “Coach I cannot go out there, I’m humiliated, Roy said.”  The coach looked at Roy and said, “Roy the game is only half over.  Now go out there and play the rest of it.”

The words of that coach are words of encouragement for parents today.  You may have a 9-year old and be thinking, the game is half over—in 9 years he/she will be going off to college.  Or whatever age your children may be – you look back with regret at your parenting mistakes and think you’ve lost the game.  Neither you or I can change what happened in the past; but what we can change is what we do in the future.  Pray ask God to encourage you not to grow weary in doing good as a parent.  Ask Him to show you how to encourage your spouse in the battle.  Also, please pray for the Sunday school program – as we, with God’s help and direction, play the second half of the game!
